convert file in XML

consolidate automatically and semy-automatically
explicit modifications



Norma-Africa characteristics

produce XML documents valid in transparent way
control the semantic correctness of the mark-up

1 E.g.itis possible to insert the title of the act inside of each
comma and for the XML-Schema it is valid under technical
point of view, nevertheless we know it is wrong.

usable and easy interface

automate as much as possible the detecting of the structure
element

otherwise provide manual-tools for marking-up
manage the annexes and their hierarchy

maintain all the versions of the document in the time in separate
files — versioning



Vocabularies

* Automatic text parsing are done using structural rules and
vocabularies external to the software programme
